All the protections for vulnerable communities come from local government.
Imagine telling an immigrant neighbor frightened of ICE raids that you had
called your Congressperson. Now imagine telling them you were fighting to
make sure your school district had the right policies in place to protect their
kids if it happened.

There are 499 school districts in Pennsylvania electing 4 or more School
Directors in 2025
Local elections provide new onramps for people who “don’t do politics” but do
care about libraries, streets, and their neighborhood.

The Christian Right has expertly used institutions like megachurches, the NRA,
and social clubs to organize since the 80s. They’ve been building their local
benches to build power for decades. 
RWB is one of the very few doing year-round, locally-focused organizing.
